Keynote Address: Cordelia Anderson

Countering Normalization of Sexual Harm, Exploitation and Violence: Making
Prevention a Priority

Cordelia Anderson has worked for over 30 years to prevent sexual abuse, exploitation
and other types of violence. She has conducted over 2,000 presentations/trainings
nationwide and she is currently working on both State and National Summits on
prevention. In addition, Cordelia has appeared on a wide variety of local and national
media, including ESPN and The Oprah Winfrey Show.

Cordelia is on the executive board of the National Centre for Missing and Exploited
Children and is the chair of the National Coalition to Prevent Child Sexual
Exploitation.

This keynote address examines today’s sexually toxic environment and the four
factors creating this shift: technology, commercialization and marketing, pornography
and hyper-sexualized mainstream media. Living in a sexually toxic society means we
are all affected to various degrees from the resulting normalization of sexual harm in
both our personal and professional lives as well as the lives of our clients. To counter
this normalization and prevent further harm, we need to recognize these problems as
health, public health and public safety concerns; engage others who care deeply
about these and related issues; identify our role; and become champions for
prevention.

FD2. A Developmental Approach to the Assessment of Children and Adolescents with Sexual Behavior
Problems: Accurate assessment is critical to safety planning and the implementation of appropriate treatment
approaches. This workshop will focus on a threat assessment approach to assessing treatment needs and risk in children
and adolescents that is similar to the model used by the United States Secret Service in analyzing the potential for
violence, with an emphasis on how to gather appropriate data from a variety of sources and incorporate it into a
developmentally sophisticated assessment.

There will be a brief review of the research on
the predictive validity of the Actuarial tools and a discussion of the obstacles that delay the treatment progress for the
offenders with mental illness.

The
information presented in this workshop describes the relationship between these health threats and empowers
organizations as well as individuals to implement best practice health care strategies.

Assessing Adults Who Sexually Offend: Using the Multidimensional Inventory of Development, Sex, and
Aggression for Identifying Treatment Targets: The multidimensional Inventory of Development, Sex, and Aggression
(MIDSA) is a computerized, contingency based inventory that has been created to assess the developmental histories
and current behaviors, attitudes, and cognitions of both adult and juvenile sexual offenders. The workshop will introduce
the adult version of this assessment instrument, illustrating its scales with data gathered on more than 500 adult sexual
offenders and discussing its clinical utility. Issues of etiology, taxonomic differentiation, and treatment will be addressed.

QEEG mapping
was used to establish pre-treatment baselines and post treatment outcomes. The Biofeedback Software and Hardware
used was the Wild Divine Project Healing Rhythms and Neurofeedback was conducting with BrainMaster equipment using
2 Channel Bipolar Montages. Case examples and illustrations are included in the presentation. Additional case
presentation on Adult normals will also be presented.

This workshop will
provide an overview of the extant literature and provide specific strategies and techniques for minimizing risk of false
confessions and obtaining reliable information from individuals with developmental/intellectual disabilities.

C9. A CBT Treatment Model for Addressing Shame in Youth Who Sexually Offend: Elevated shame interferes with
the adolescent’s capacity to examine the sexual offense and accept responsibility for the act. There is now a general
consensus in the literature that the shame felt by individuals who have committed a sexual offense actually inhibits the
treatment process; however, there is very little guidance for how clinicians can address the shame related to sexual
offending. This workshop will present a four-stage model to reducing shame that is based on cognitive-behavior therapy
(CBT) principles. The goal is to help adolescents move from a position of shame to a position of guilt and responsibility.
This presentation will offer a number of clinical therapteutic tasks, examples, and tools to demonstrate the model.

Many sex offender treatment modalities, with an emphasis on
eliminating deviance and sexual exploitation, overlook the positive sexual attitudes and behaviors needed to replace
exploitative ones, so vital to a healthy life for our clients. Many clinicians who lack specific training as educators
often feel ill-equipped in the area of positive sexual expression. Using an integrative and comprehensive sexuality
education approach, this workshop will focus on the clarity, language, resources, cultural competencies and humor
needed for educating our clients toward the goal of developing a more positive sexual life and experiences.
